The 36-hole target score for MEN has been set at 157 from the white tees.  For WOMEN, the target score has been 
set at 160 from the modified green tees.  
 
Rules & Policies Governing the Use of Automotive Transportation.  ONLY PLAYERS WILL BE ALLOWED 
TO RIDE IN GOLF CARTS.  You may still have a caddy but they need to walk.  SPECTATOR CARTS ARE 
NOT ALLOWED.  Please ask your PAT Examiner to let you read the full explanation regarding this new policy if 
you have any questions. 
 
The use of distance measuring devices for the Playing Ability Test has been approved by the PGA Board of 
Directors.  This new policy will be implemented with Playing Ability Tests beginning August 1, 2008. 
 
The dress code for the event and practice round is as follows: 
 
Male participants must wear slacks and shall not wear shorts anywhere on club property. 
 
Female participants may wear culottes, walking shorts, or golf shorts, which constitute acceptable clothing worn by 
women in connection with participation in professional golf tournaments.
